KITCHEN RENOVATION

Quietly, behind the scenes, the LWML and Pastor Rachuy
have been moving forward raising funds to renovate the
Building 10 kitchen. The kitchen is used regularly, especially for
church receptions and luncheons, and has needed some
improvements for some time. Several areas and items will be
upgraded.

Already, the old electric oven and some cabinets have been
removed, allowing for the current commercial refrigerator to be
turned to give access to both its doors. A new upright freezer,
with icemaker, purchased by the LWML, has been moved into
the kitchen. Other significant changes will take place. New
cabinets will be installed with pullout shelves improving safety
and access to the back of the storage spaces. All cabinets will be
installed within a safe reach. The old ceiling tiles will be
removed, the ceiling will be redone, and new venting will be
installed. A new overhead fan will be installed. The current
oven/stove unit will be moved so the hood venting can flow
straight up, eliminating the 90 degree bend which poses a fire
hazard. All the countertops will be covered with stainless steel.
The passthrough window will be enlarged, and an aluminum
roll up shutter will replace the double doors. The kitchen will be
repainted.

So far $14,195 of the $15,742 cost has been raised. We
thank the generosity of several who have provided donations so
far. $1,500 is still needed to begin the demolition and
renovation. If you would like to contribute, please make your
check out to Fountain of Lifedk i t chen fund.
