 Fountain of Lifeõs Bylaws (9.10.1) instructs the Board of 

Administration to òappoint a Financial Review Committee to at 

least annually review the congregational finances with generally 

accepted accounting principles.ó   

 To complete this responsibility the Board has engaged an 

independent Certified Public Accountant, Mark Mitchel, to ana-

lyze our financial operations and financial statement prepara-

tion. This review will include selected church offering deposits, 

disbursement transactions, bank statements and other related 

transactions. This analytical review will cover (to date) the cur-

rent operating year (2017).  A report of Mitchelõs review & find-

ings will most likely be issued by the end of October 2017.

"Healthy Grieving : Step 4"  

 The 4th step in healthy grieving is to tell your story to oth-

ers. Give someone an honest account of your loss.   

 "Grieving means talking about what you're going through in 

the presence of some other people and letting them react to 

you," says Dr. Jim Conway. So how do you find the right peo-

ple to share with? First consider your family members. Then 

consider sharing with members of a grief recovery group. If 

these options are not good for you, as mentioned previously, try 

to find someone in your church or neighborhood who has expe-

rienced a loss similar to yours. If you tell him or her that you 

need someone to talk to, the person will likely be glad to meet 

with you. 

 Its may seem easier and more desirable to keep your words, 

thoughts, and emotions inside and to busy yourself with work 

and activities to help you forget. But then forgetfulness is short-

lived and ultimately ineffective.  True healing will only occur 

when you slow down and let grief run its course.
