The Clash of Kingdoms; a Ray 

Vander Laan video series, five

Like the Roman Empire, todayõs 

governments or organizations can become centered on power and believe 

their messages are the ògood news.ó As Christians, weõre called to 

proclaim Godõs name in all the earth (1 Chronicles 16:8), but how do we 

to do that in the midst of false gospels?

II Corinthians  
In this second letter to the Corinthians Paul urges the church to be 

unified with him in his ministry. Paulõs opponents were undermining his 

work, claiming that his suffering (11:24ð29) proved he was not a true 

apostle. Paul responds that his suffering highlights his dependence on 

Christ, as it points to Christõs strength rather than his own. Second 

Corinthians includes stirring perspectives on gospel ministry (chs. 2ð5), 

encouragements to holy living (chs. 6ð7), and instructions about giving 

(chs. 8ð9).
