 Emerge Center is an organization providing services 
for victims of domestic abuse.  Ten years ago the Brewster 
Center and Tucson Center for Women and Children 
combined into the Emerge Center, a 
single resource for abuse victims in the 
Tucson area.  Emerge provides 
emergency shelters ð a refuge when 
needed, safety planning, emotional 
support, information on legal services, 
housing, services that support the children involved, etc. 
 Emerge worked with Tucson Police Department to 
develop a protocol that TPD now uses to identify victims 
who are at risk of serious injury or loss of life, a protocol 
so effective that it is now being used throughout the state 
of Arizona. That protocolõs success in the Tucson area 
means that Emerge could use some help in providing 
basic personal items for their increasingly numerous 
clients.

THE ASCENSION OF OUR LORD            (13 May 2018) 

Acts 1:1ð11 

Ephesians 1:15ð23

The Ascended Lord Jesus Is with Us Always in  

His Church on Earth 
 

After He rose from the dead, the Lord Jesus presented Himself 

alive to the apostles, òappearing to them during forty days and 

speaking about the kingdom of Godó (Acts 1:3). When He ascended 

to the right hand of the Father, He did not orphan His Church, 

but He fills all things in heaven and on earth and gives gifts to 

His disciples. Even now, through His Church, He continues òto 

do and teachó (Acts 1:1), preaching òrepentance for the forgiveness of 

sinsó (Luke 24:47), even òto the end of the earthó (Acts 1:8). 

Though the cloud hid Jesus from the sight of His disciples then, 

and He remains hidden from sight even now, He remains with 

His people through His Gospel and Sacraments. He comes to us 

by the word of His apostles, by the promise of His Father and by 

the power of the Holy Spirit, whom He pours out upon òthe 

church, which is his bodyó (Eph. 1:22ð23). In this Holy Christian 

Church, we bless God and worship Christ with joy, for in His 

Church He blesses us with forgiveness, lifts us up in His hands 

and seats us with Himself òin the heavenly placesó (Eph. 1:20).

Stewardship Newsletter Article: May 2018  
 

 St. Paul teaches, òLet the one who is taught the word share all 
good things with the one who teachesó (Galatians 6:6).  And again, 

he says, òDo you not know that those who are employed in the 
temple service get their food from the temple, and those who serve at 
the altar share in the sacrificial offerings? In the same way, the Lord 

commanded that those who proclaim the gospel should get their 
living by the gospeló (1 Corinthians 9:13ð14). 

 In other words, ministers of the gospel are supported by the 
offerings of those who are served by them. And this is how the 
Church lives even now. It is standard practice.  But this deserves 

closer examination. For it instructs us not just that we are to give but 

also what we are to give. And it does so with four little words: òIn 

the same way éó  St. Paul is building his case for supporting the 
preachers of the Gospel with the sacrificial giving of individual 

members on the example of the Old Testament people who 
supported the Levites with their offerings and sacrifices. 
 Weõre to support the Gospel ministry òin the same way.ó But 

how did the Old Testament people support the Levites? Moses 
records this: òYou shall tithe all the yield of your seed that comes 
from the field year by year. And before the Lord your God, in the 

place that he will choose, to make his name dwell there, you shall 
eat the tithe of your grain, of your wine, and of your oil, and the 

firstborn of your herd and flock, that you may learn to fear the Lord 
your God alwaysó (Deuteronomy 14:22ð23).  The Levites were 
supported by the tithe, 10 percent of all the yearly yield of that which 

was harvested.  
 Does that seem like a lot? Does it surprise you that St. Paul 
instructs us that we are to support the New Testament Gospel 

ministry òin the same way?ó  If it does, ask yourself: is the Churchõs 
job in the New Testament bigger or smaller than the Levitesõ job in 

the Old Testament? Back then there was one Temple, and the 
ministry was almost exclusively located in one nation among the 
descendants of Abraham.  Jesus calls us to teach and baptize all 

nations (Matt. 28). And there are churches and ministries all around 
the world. How could we support this new Gospel ministry with 

anything less than the Israelites supported the Old Testament 
ministry? 
 Of course, we are free to give more, for we have received more 

than those in the Old Testament. We have received the fullness of 
Godõs revelation, the fullness of His salvation, the fulfillment of 
everything that God promised to do.  For we have received Christ, 

Godõs own Son, in the flesh, who took upon himself our sins and in 
exchange gave us his righteousness. The Father claimed us as his 

own in Holy Baptism.  He gathers us together in the place where his 
name dwells to feast on the first fruits of the resurrection, the risen 
and living body and blood of his Son, our Lord, Jesus. He reminds 

us that we are His, that all things are ours because we belong to 
Him. He blesses us here in time with physical and spiritual gifts.  
 In the same way, and in response to his fatherly divine goodness 

and mercy, we gladly give to those who proclaim to us òthe 
excellencies of him who called us out of darkness and into his 

marvelous light.ó  For once we were not a people, but now we are 
Godõs people; once we had not received mercy, but now we have 
indeed (1 Peter 2:9ð10).  
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
