June 3rd Voterõs Meeting Update 

 Driven by necessity, but affirming the opportunity, the 

Voterõs overwhelmingly indicated their support for a five year 

vision, and financial support plan, to grow the Lordõs Kingdom 

by growing Fountain of Life Lutheran Church. The vote was 51

-13. Key to the plan is calling a second pastor in mid-2019. His 

main responsibility will be to initiate a satellite church, on our 

campus, to serve a population whoõs sentiment is non-

denominational. To start this new church (which will still be a 

ministry Fountain of Life Lutheran Church) the assistant pastor 

will set into motion an aggressive growth plan utilizing small 

group ministry. To be able to call this pastor and achieve 

growth, our monthly mortgage with the Lutheran Church 

Extension will be deferred for up to 5 years and the DCE 

position will be discontinued this year. A òpeaceable releaseó 

has been offered to Emmalee with an appropriate severance 

package. Emmalee has indicated her support of the vision and 

has willingly accepted the release offer. More of the vision 

details can be seen in the handout at the back of the church or 

on our webpage. The proposal to require a 10% tithe back to the 

churchõs general budget from individual ministry fundraising 

was tabled until a list of those ministries that would be effected 

are made available.  

Church Sign Update 

You have seen for a few weeks open trenches 
from the office building and then to the street 
sign location.  An attempt was made to òdrilló 

underneath the parking lot for cable to run 
services to the sign. Unfortunately, the drill ran 
into a force greater than it, we know it around here as caliche. On 

Thursday, our maintenance staff tackled it the good olõ fashioned 
way ð jack hammer and muscle. SUCCESS! The trenches will 
disappear and soon after the signs will start to go up. Because of 

the difficulty in digging trenches the 2 smaller entrance signs and 
the 2 directional signs at each entrance to our campus will be 
lighted from a solar source. That increased the cost of the signs, 
but was covered by generous donations from the congregation. A 

special thank you goes out to Brian Andrews who arranged for 

the drill machinery to dig most of the way under the parking lot.

Jesus Has Defeated the Devil and Released Us from  

the Bondage of Sin and Death 
 

The devil deceived us, enticing us to disregard and disobey the 

Word of God and driving us to hide òfrom the presence of the LORD 

God.ó But the Lord, in His mercy, promised a Savior, who would 

set Himself against the devil on our behalf (Gen. 3:8ð15). The 

Son of Man came, the incarnate Son of God, conceived and born 

of the woman. He òfirst binds the strong man,ó Satan, by atoning 

for the sins of the world, thereby removing the condemnation of 

the Law and the fear of death (Mark 3:27). Now He plunders the 

devilõs house by calling all men to repent. Though He appears to 

be òout of his mindó (Mark 3:21), He fulfills the will of God and 

makes of us His own brothers and sisters. Therefore, òwe do not 

lose heart,ó despite the suffering, sin and death that we experience 

in this fallen world. òHe who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also 

with Jesus.ó By His grace, we are òbeing renewed day by day.ó For 

the Gospel is daily bringing us into His presence, not for 

punishment, but for òan eternal weight of gloryó (2 Cor. 4:14ð17).
